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I. statement  

1. On December 10, 2007, Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Applicant), filed a verified Application to Extend Current Authority (Application).
  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Applications Filed dated December 24, 2007 (Notice), at 1.  

3. The following intervened of right:  Casino Transportation, Inc. (CTI); Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc. (Four Winds); Black Hawk Central City Ace Express Inc. (Ace Express); and Estes Park Express, Ltd. (EPE).  The parties in this matter are Applicant and the four Intervenors:  Ace Express, CTI, EPE, and Four Winds.  Each Intervenor opposes the Application.  

4. Hearing in this proceeding is scheduled for March 27, 2008.  

5. By Decision No. R08-0128-I, the Administrative Law Judge established a procedural schedule and the content of the filings to be made.  Ordering Paragraph No. 13 provided, in relevant part:  "For each prospective witness identified on the list of witnesses, the following information shall be provided:  (a) the witness's name; (b) the witness's address; (c) the witness's telephone number; and (d) a statement of the witness's expected testimony."  (Emphasis supplied.)  That Order also provided:  "The parties are advised, and are on notice, that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified in the list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule."  Id. at ¶ 12 (emphasis in original); see also Ordering Paragraph No. 15 (parties bound by the advisements in the Order).  

6. On February 21, 2008, Applicant filed its Exhibits and Witness List.  Applicant lists four potential witnesses by name.  The Witness List does not comply with the requirements of Decision No. R08-0128-I because Applicant failed to provide each "witness's telephone number" and a "statement of [each] witness's expected testimony."  

7. Applicant will be permitted to supplement its filing.  If it wishes to do so, on or before March 3, 2008, Appliant may supplement its Witness List by providing the missing information.  If it elects not to supplement its list, then Applicant runs the risk that its listed witnesses will not be permitted to testify.  See discussion above at ¶ 5.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. On or before March 3, 2008, Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., may supplement its List of Witnesses as discussed above.  

2. Failure to supplement the Witness List will put Ramblin' Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc., at risk that its named witnesses will be unable to testify at the hearing in this matter.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
