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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on December 26, 2007, when EnviroRide Shuttle Services, LLC (EnviroRide) filed an application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) requesting a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

2. The application was published in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on January 7, 2008.

3. On February 6, 2008, interventions were filed in this matter by SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (Super Shuttle) and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, and/or Boulder Yellow Cab, and/or Boulder SuperShuttle (Colorado Cab).

4. On February 13, 2008, the Commission referred this case to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. On February 22, 2008, the ALJ scheduled a pre-hearing conference for February 26, 2008.  See, Decision No. R08-0182-I.

6. The pre-hearing conference was held at the assigned time and place.  EnviroRide appeared through its manager, Mr. Timothy Todd.  Super Shuttle and Colorado Cab appeared through their legal counsel.  Discussion centered around the issues of whether EnviroRide intends to be represented by legal counsel in this proceeding and the establishment of a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.

7. Regarding the legal representation issue, Mr. Todd expressed a desire that EnviroRide be allowed to proceed in this matter without an attorney pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(b)(II) and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  He also expressed a desire that he, as EnviroRide’s manager, be allowed provide such representation.  In support of the contention that EnviroRide qualifies as a “closely-held entity”, Mr. Todd stated that he is the sole owner of EnviroRide.  In support of the contention that the amount in controversy in this matter does not exceed $10,000, Mr. Todd stated that pro forma projections of first year operations suggest that the net revenue generated in the event the application is granted would very likely not exceed this amount.

8. Counsel for Super Shuttle and Colorado Cab indicated that these entities did not object to EnviroRide’s request that Mr. Todd be allowed to represent it in this proceeding.

9. Based on the foregoing, the ALJ determined that EnviroRide is a closely-held entity, that Mr. Todd is an officer of EnviroRide, and that the amount in controversy in this proceeding does not exceed $10,000.  As a result, Mr. Todd will be allowed to represent EnviroRide in this matter pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b)(II) and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.

10. The parties and the ALJ then discussed a procedural schedule and procedures governing this case.  A procedural schedule and procedures that were acceptable to the parties will be adopted by the order that follows.  In the event EnviroRide retains legal counsel subsequent to the issuance of this order, such counsel will be bound by such procedures and procedural schedule.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Mr. Timothy Todd, EnviroRide Shuttle Service, LLC’s Manager, is authorized to represent EnviroRide Shuttle Service, LLC in this matter.

3. EnviroRide Shuttle Services, LLC shall file any desired supplemental witness and exhibits list on or before April 23, 2008.

4. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. and Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, and/or Boulder Yellow Cab, and/or Boulder SuperShuttle shall file any desired supplemental witness and exhibits lists on or before May 2, 2008.

5. All pre-hearing motions shall be filed on or before May 7, 2008.   

6. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 1405(e) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405(e).

7. This Order shall be effective immediately.
