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I. statement
1. On January 25, 2007, Mr. Gus R. Michaels, III (Complainant), filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) against Public Service Company of Colorado (Respondent).
  Respondent timely filed its Answer to the Complaint.  The Answer put this case at issue.  

2. On February 22, 2008, Complainant made a filing entitled "Complainant's Request for Issuance of Hearing Subpoenas and Emergency Order Compelling Disclsoure (sic) of Witness Contact Information" (Request).
  As pertinent here, Complainant seeks an emergency order directing Respondent immediately to disclose the last known addresses and the contact information for two named individuals and to disclose the identity and contact information for an individual identified as "D.T."  

3. On February 25, 2008, Respondent filed its Response to the Request.  In that filing, Respondent states that it provided all the requested information to Complainant in discovery responses served on February 25, 2008; that the information was provided in the normal course of discovery; and, therefore, that the Request is moot.  

4. As the information has been provided, the Request for an emergency order will be denied as moot.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request for an emergency order compelling Public Service Company of Colorado to disclose information concerning three individuals is denied as moot.  

2. Decision No. R07-0079-I remains in effect.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
