I. statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application filed by Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Mill Creek) on August 21, 2007 for approval of a certificate of public convenience and necessity authority and tariffs to provide water service in certain areas within San Juan County, Colorado.

2. By Decision No. R08-0158-I, the parties were ordered to file any settlement agreement reached in this matter along with a motion requesting approval thereof on or before February 29, 2008.  Alternatively, in the event no comprehensive settlement was reached, the parties were ordered to propose a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this docket.  

3. On February 29, 2008, the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Settlement Agreement, Request that Hearing Dates be Vacated and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Mill Creek.  Mill Creek represents that settlement efforts are ongoing, but that the unanticipated unavailability of counsel has limited time available to meet with all parties.  Mill Creek requests an extension of time until March 7, 2008 within which to file a settlement with the Commission, or alternatively, a proposed procedural schedule that would address the filing of rebuttal testimony and exhibits by Mill Creek, as well as proposed hearing dates.

4. Mill Creek shared a copy of its motion to counsel for Cascade Village Condominium Association, Inc.; Robert Oppenheimer; Terry and Dale Lingenfelder; and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff)  Staff does not oppose the requested relief.  Counsel for Mill Creek was unable to reach counsel for the remaining parties.

5. Mill Creek requests that response time be waived due to the time remaining until the scheduled commencement of hearing and because no prejudice or harm will be experienced by any party if the relief is granted.

6. Good cause having been shown for the request to waive response time, response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Settlement Agreement, Request that Hearing Dates be Vacated and Request for Waiver of Response Time will be waived.

7. Good cause having been shown for the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Settlement Agreement and Request that Hearing Dates be Vacated, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Settlement Agreement, Request that Hearing Dates be Vacated and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Mill Creek Water Sales and Distribution, LLC (Mill Creek) on February 29, 2008, is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Settlement Agreement and Request that Hearing Dates be Vacated, is granted.

3. The hearing currently scheduled in this docket to be held on March 4 and 5, 2008, is vacated. 
4. On or before March 7, 2008, the parties shall file any settlement agreement reached in this matter along with a motion requesting approval thereof.  In the event, no comprehensive settlement is reached by that time, the parties shall propose a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this docket that would address the filing of rebuttal testimony and exhibits by Mill Creek, as well as proposed hearing dates. 

5. This Order is effective immediately.
