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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on September 28, 2007, when Olde Towne Antiques Moving & Storage, Inc. (Olde Town) filed its Household Goods Mover Renewal Registration application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).

2. On February 8, 2008, the Commission issued an Order and Notice of Hearing (Notice) in this matter.  Among other things, the Notice advised Olde Towne that the fingerprint-based criminal history record check conducted in connection with its registration pursuant to § 40-14-103, C.R.S., indicated that it or one or more of its directors, officers, or general partners may have a criminal record or unsatisfied judgment that could adversely affect the issuance or renewal of its registration.

3. On February 12, 2008, the Staff of the Commission filed its Notice of Intervention, Entry of Appearance, Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a) and Rule 1403(b).

4. On February 27, 2008, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge for disposition.

5. On March 3, 2008, Spero A. Leon, Esq. entered his appearance as legal counsel for Olde Town.  On that same date, Olde Town filed a Request for Hearing.

6. After informal consultation with counsel for both parties it was determined that May 7, 2008, at 1:00 p.m. would be an appropriate date and time to conduct the hearing in this matter.  In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this case it is also appropriate to establish deadlines for the submission of witness lists and copies of exhibits.
  These deadlines, along with the hearing setting, are as set forth in the Order that follows.
