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I. statement

1. On February 1, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a "Complaint Or, In The Alternative, Petition For Declaratory Order," against Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) pursuant to §§ 40-6-108 and 40-5-101(1), C.R.S., and Rule 1302 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure. 

2. By Decision No. R08-0174-I, Public Service was ordered to file its direct testimony and exhibits.  
3. On March 4, 2008, Public Service filed the Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for a 24-Hour Extension of Time to File Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  Due to a personal emergency, counsel for Public Service has been out of his office for an extended time.  Public Service needs additional time to complete preparation of its direct testimony and exhibits.  Counsel for Public Service conferred with counsel for Atmos and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) regarding the requested relief.
