I. statement

1. The captioned proceedings were commenced on September 28, 2007, when the Town of Eagle (Eagle), filed verified applications for authority to relocate an at-grade highway-rail crossing (Docket No. 07A-372R) and for authority to construct an at-grade highway-rail crossing and associated crossing warning devices (Docket No. 07A-373R).  

2. Interventions have been filed in these matters by Colorado Department of Transportation and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).

3. On January 15, 2008, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued an order consolidating these matters and setting them for hearing on March 11, 2008.  See, Decision No. R08-0050-I.  That order also established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.

4. Recently, counsel for Eagle and UPRR have informally advised the ALJ that all parties to this proceeding have reached a settlement of all disputed issues.  However, they require some additional time to memorialize the settlement and to file pertinent documents with the Commission relating to the same.  Therefore, they have requested that the March 11, 2008, hearing be vacated and that the hearing be re-scheduled for March 25, 2008, in the unlikely event settlement is not ultimately reached.  Counsel for Eagle and UPRR indicate that all parties are available to proceed to hearing on March 25, 2008, in the event a hearing is necessary.  Good grounds warrant this request and, as a result, it will be granted.

5. Re-scheduling the hearing also requires that the procedural schedule be modified as more particularly set forth in the order that follows.  Except as so modified, the procedural schedule set forth in Decision No. R08-0050-I shall govern this proceeding.

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for March 11, 2008, is vacated.
