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I. statement

1. On January 2, 2008, Commnet Wireless, LLC, (Commnet) filed an application pursuant to §§ 214 and 254 of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended and Rules 2187 and 2847 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2, requesting designation as an eligible telecommunications carrier (“ETC”) and Eligible Provider (“EP”) in the State of Colorado. 

2. The Commission referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) by minute entry at the weekly meeting held February 14, 2008.  

3. The Colorado Telecommunications Association; CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc.; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right.
