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I. statement

1. The above-captioned application was filed with the Commission on December 6, 2007 by Estes Park Express, Ltd. (Estes Park).  The Notice of Applications Filed was issued to the public by the Commission on December 10, 2007.   

2. By Decision No. R08-0208-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in order to schedule a hearing in the matter and to address any prehearing matters, including pending motions.
