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I. statement

1. On September 14, 2007, Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-WPC (Aquila) filed its Verified Application for an order approving Aquila’s 2008 Qualifying Retail Utility Compliance Plan.  

2. On September 18, 2007, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  Such Notice established, among other things, dates by which interventions were to be filed, as well as dates by which testimony should be filed by the Parties.  

3. On October 23, 2007, Commission Staff (Staff) filed its notice of intervention, entry of appearance, and request for hearing.  Staff and Aquila are the only parties to the proceeding.

4. By Decision No. R07-1036-I, a hearing is set in this matter to commence in Denver, Colorado on March 25, 2008.

5. On March 13, 2008, Aquila filed the Stipulated Motion to Vacate Hearing and Remaining Procedural Schedule.  Aquila represents that settlement negotiations have resulted in a settlement of all disputed issues in the docket and the memorialized settlement and motion for approval of same should be filed March 14, 2008.

6. Counsel for Aquila represents that counsel for Staff has authorized him to represent that Staff agrees with the motion and the requested relief.

7. In light of the unopposed relief sought, the Administrative Law Judge finds it appropriate to waive response time to the request.  

8. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, the hearing scheduled for March 25, 2008, will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  

9. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before March 21, 2008.  In the event settlement efforts fail, any party may request that a prehearing conference be scheduled.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Stipulated Motion to Vacate Hearing and Remaining Procedural Schedule is waived and the request is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for March 25, 2008 is vacated.

3. The remaining procedural schedule is vacated.

4. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before March 21, 2008.  

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
