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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 20, 2006, Levtzow LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo, filed for an order of the Commission authorizing an extension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426 (Mountain Limo Application).  The Mountain Limo Application commenced Docket No. 06A-664CP-Extension.  

2. On August 1, 2007, the Joint Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention and for Approval of the Settlement Agreement of the Parties to the Extent of the PUC’s Jurisdiction Over its Terms and Conditions (Motion) was filed along with a copy of the Settlement Agreement, Mutual General Release and Covenant Not to Sue (Settlement).

3. By Decision No. R08-0288-I, the administrative law judge informed the parties of questions regarding the Settlement and scheduled a prehearing conference.  At the assigned time and place, the prehearing conference was called to order.  Both parties appeared in and participated in the conference through counsel.

4. As an initial matter, the parties expressed concern as to the appropriate scope of relevant matters to be considered in determining whether or not the Commission should approve the Settlement.  The parties generally suggest that matters such as public need for the proposed service and the adequacy of existing service provided by Telluride Express are not relevant to consideration of the Settlement.  Based thereupon, a briefing schedule will be adopted to address the appropriateness of the questions raised in Decision No. R08-0288-I as to pending matters.
  Parties will be afforded an opportunity for simultaneous filings to address the appropriateness of questions raised.  Thereafter, parties will be afforded an opportunity to respond to matters raised.

5. It is necessary to obtain factual evidence in support of the parties’ requested approval of the Settlement.  To do so, a hearing will be scheduled on the Motion.  In order to ensure that parties’ interests are protected as to the merits and the underlying proceeding, consideration of the Motion will be bifurcated from the remainder of the Docket.  The Motion will be decided based on pleadings with regard thereto as well as any hearing held on the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
