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I. statement  

1. On September 25, 2007, Man & A Van Moving, Inc., doing business as American Moving.Com (Registrant), filed with the Commission a Renewal Application for Permit No. HHG-00019, its registration as a Colorado mover of household goods.  

2. The Commission was unable to complete the requested renewal.  

3. On February 8, 2008, the Commission issued an Order and Notice of Hearing in this matter.  

4. On February 13, 2008, Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened by right in this matter.  

5. On February 27, 2008, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The ALJ scheduled the hearing in this matter for April 24, 2008 and established a filing schedule and service requirements.  Decision No. R08-0290-I.  

7. Staff filed its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits on March 19, 2008.  

8. On March 24, 2008, counsel for Registrant entered his appearance in this matter.  In that same filing, Registrant made a Motion for Leave to Late File Answer (Motion).  As grounds for granting the Motion, Registrant states that it obtained counsel on March 21, 2008; that it was not represented by counsel prior to that date; and that, through inadvertence, it failed to file its answer within the time established in the February 8, 2008 Order and Notice of Hearing.  The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice Staff as an answer will assist Staff in its preparation for hearing in this matter.  The Motion will be granted, and Registrant may file its answer on or before March 28, 2008.  

9. Granting the Motion does not affect, and does not change, the date by which Registrant is to file its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  See Decision No. R08-0290-I at Ordering Paragraphs No. 11 and No. 12 (filing date is April 11, 2008).  In addition, the hearing date remains April 24, 2008.  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

10. As Staff will not be prejudiced and as the time before the requested Answer filing date is short, the time for responding to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Leave to Late File Answer, which was filed by Man & A Van Moving, Inc., doing business as American Moving.Com (Registrant), is granted.  

2. On or before March 28, 2008, Registrant shall file its answer in this proceeding.  

3. Response time to the Motion for Leave to Late File Answer is waived.  

4. Unless and until changed by subsequent Order, the hearing date, the filing dates, the filing requirements, and the advisements stated in Decision No. R08-0290-I remain in effect.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
