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I. statement

1. On December 28, 2007, Breck Treck Cab Service (Applicant) filed an application with the Commission for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.

2. On January 7, 2008, the Commission issued notice of the application as follows.

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service 

between all points in the Counties of Summit, Clear Creek, Eagle, Grand, and Park, State of Colorado.  

3. On March 19, 2008, Applicant filed a pleading, proposing a restrictive amendment to the requested authority as follows.

(Transportation)  

Between all points in Summit County, Colorado; and,

Between all points in Summit County, Colorado on the one hand, and, on the other hand, Vail, Beaver Creek and Avon, Colorado.

Restriction: The use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of six (6) or less (excluding the driver)

4. Applicant also requests that charter service be deleted.

5. Before the amendment is acted upon, Applicant needs to clarify the amendment.  Does Applicant by its proposed amendment wish to delete transportation between all points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Grand, and Park?  In addition, does Applicant propose to serve between all points in Summit County and only the Eagle County points of Vail, Beaver Creek, and Avon?   

6. Applicant’s proposal to delete “charter service” is unnecessary since the only type of service noticed by the Commission is “taxi service”.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Applicant Breck Treck Cab Service shall clarify in writing the proposed restrictive amendment, consistent with the above matters on or before April 18, 2008.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
