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I. STATEMENT

1. On April 7, 2008, Smith Bagley, Inc. (SBI) filed a motion for leave to file its direct testimony one-day late, and for waiver of response time.  SBI states that it had its direct testimony prepared on the due date, however, it was not able to file it with the Commission since by the time the courier arrived at the Commission’s office, the office was closed, and the courier was unable to file the testimony.  SBI states that it served all the parties the direct testimony on the due date.

2. Good cause having been shown, the Motion will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Smith Bagley, Inc. for leave to file its direct testimony one-day late with the Commission is granted.

2. Response time to the Motion is waived.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
