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I. statement  

1. On August 28, 2007, the Commission Staff (Staff) issued a Formal Complaint against Cypress Communications Operating Company, LLC (Cypress).  Cypress timely filed its Answer, which put this matter at issue.  Staff and Cypress, collectively, are the Parties.  

2. On January 25, 2008, Cypress filed, as pertinent here, an Unopposed Motion for Order Approving Revised Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in Resolution of Complaint.  A Revised Stipulation and Agreement in Resolution of Complaint (Stipulation) accompanied this filing.  

3. Hearing on the Stipulation was held on February 7, 2008.  At the conclusion of the hearing, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) directed the parties to brief an issue related to the filed rate doctrine.  The briefs are due on April 11, 2008.  

4. On April 9, 2008, Cypress filed an Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time (Motion).  In that filing, Cypress represents that the Parties have been working on a revised stipulation.  To allow time to complete the revised stipulation, Cypress requests an extension of time, through and including April 25, 2008, within which to file the revised stipulation.  Cypress states that Staff does not oppose the Motion.  

5. The Motion states good cause, and no party will be prejudiced by granting the Motion.  The Motion will be granted.  In the event the Parties are unable to reach agreement, the ALJ deems it necessary to assure that the requested legal brief is filed so that the case can be decided.  Accordingly, the Parties will be ordered to file, on or before April 25, 2008, either a revised stipulation or the requested legal brief.  

6. The Motion is unopposed.  No party will be prejudiced if response time is waived.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time is granted.  

2. On or before April 25, 2008, Cypress Communications Operating Company, LLC, and Staff of the Commission shall file either a revised stipulation or a legal brief addressing the filed rate doctrine as discussed at the conclusion of the February 7, 2008 hearing in this matter.  

3. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time is waived.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
