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I. statement  
1. On March 7, 2008, Richard Renn (Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Respondent).  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On March 7, 2008, Chief Administrative Law Judge Kirkpatrick issued Decision No. R08-0250-I, which remains in effect.  He prohibited Respondent from discontinuing water service to Complainant during the pendency of this proceeding provided Complainant "pay[s] all current bills for water utility service in a timely fashion."  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

3. On March 13, 2008, the Commission issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer to Respondent.  On March 28, 2008, Respondent filed its Answer to Formal Complaint (Answer).  That filing put this case at issue.  

4. The Commission assigned this case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. On March 13, 2008, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in which the Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for May 15, 2008.  By Decision No. R08-0293-I, the ALJ vacated that hearing date.  

6. By Decision No. R08-0336-I, the ALJ ordered Respondent either to show cause why it may proceed without legal counsel in this matter or to obtain legal counsel.  In response to that Order and as relevant here, on April 8, 2008, Respondent filed its Sworn Filing to Show Cause for not Obtaining Counsel.  In that verified filing, Respondent establishes that it meets the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(b)(II).  Accordingly, the ALJ finds that Respondent may participate in this matter pro se (that is, without legal counsel).  

7. In Decision No. R08-0336-I, the ALJ ordered Respondent to prove that it served its Answer on Complainant.  In the April 8, 2008 filing, Respondent provided the required proof.  

8. As the case is contested, it is necessary to establish a hearing date.
  To establish a hearing date which is acceptable to both parties, the ALJ will order Complainant to file, on or before April 25, 2008, a list of three hearing dates which are agreeable to and available for both Complainant and Respondent in the month of July, 2008.  If possible, the ALJ will select a hearing date from the submitted list.  
9. If the parties are unable to agree on a list of proposed hearing dates, then each party will be ordered to file, on or before April 25, 2008, the dates in July and August, 2008 on which it is unavailable for hearing.  The ALJ will select a hearing date.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc., may appear in this matter pro se (i.e., without legal counsel).  

2. On or before April 25, 2009, Richard Renn shall file, after consultation with Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc., a list of three proposed hearing dates in the month of July, 2008.  The proposed dates shall be acceptable to both parties.  

3. In the event Richard Renn and Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc., are unable to agree upon proposed hearing dates, then on or before April 25, 2008, Richard Renn shall file a list of the dates in July and August, 2008 on which he is not available for hearing.  

4. In the event Richard Renn and Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc., are unable to agree upon proposed hearing dates, then on or before April 25, 2008, Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc., shall each file a list of the dates in July and August, 2008 on which it is not available for hearing.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
