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I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

1. On April 15, 2008, The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Smith Bagley, Inc., Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, The Colorado Telecommunications Association, Farmers Telephone Co., Rico Telephone Co., CenturyTel of Colorado, Inc., and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (collectively, the Parties) filed a Joint Motion To Modify Procedural Schedule, Hearing Dates, and for Waiver of Response Time.

2. By Decision No. R08-0221-I, mailed on March 4, 2008, a procedural schedule was adopted and hearing dates were set for June 16 and 17, 2008.
