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I. statement  

1. On February 25, 2008, Seth Bounds, doing business as Green Limousine (Petitioner), filed a Petition for Waiver of Exempt Carrier Rules (Petition).  Specifically, Petitioner seeks a permanent waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6-6308(a)(II).
  

2. On March 3, 2008, the Commission gave public notice of the Petition.  Notice dated March 3, 2008, at 2 (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period, which has now expired.  In addition, the Notice established a procedural schedule.  This Order will vacate that procedural schedule.  

3. On March 24, 2008, Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. (Hy-Mountain), timely filed its intervention of right in this matter.  Hy-Mountain is represented by counsel.  Hy-Mountain opposes the Petition.  

4. On March 24, 2008, Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow) timely filed its intervention of right in this matter.  Snow is represented by counsel.  Snow opposes the Petition.  

5. The parties in this matter are Petitioner, Hy-Mountain, and Snow.  

6. On April 9, 2008, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

7. Petitioner is an individual and is not represented by counsel.  Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201(b), Petitioner is permitted to appear in this proceeding without counsel in order to represent his own interests.  It appears that Petitioner has decided to represent himself, and he may do so.  

8. It is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule.  

9. Hearing in this matter will be held on May 22, 2008, beginning at 3:00 p.m.
  

10. The following procedural schedule will be adopted:  (a) on or before April 25, 2008, Petitioner will file (and will serve on counsel for intervenors) his list of witnesses and copies of his exhibits; (b) on or before May 9, 2008, each intervenor will file (and will serve on Petitioner) its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits; and (c) on or before noon on May 20, 2008, the parties will file any stipulation they have reached.  

11. For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Petitioner will be ordered to provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Petitioner will be ordered to serve counsel for intervenors with his list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

12. For each witness identified on its list of witnesses, each intervenor will be ordered to provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Each intervenor will be ordered to serve Petitioner with its list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

13. The parties are advised that no person will be permitted to testify unless that person is identified in the list of witnesses filed in accordance with the Order.  This means that the witness must be named on the list of witnesses and that the required information about the witness must be provided.  

14. The parties are advised that no document will be admitted into evidence unless that document is filed in accordance with the Order.  

15. The parties are advised that it is the responsibility of the party offering an exhibit to provide a copy of that exhibit to be marked as an exhibit at hearing.  The fact that the exhibits are filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide a copy of each exhibit at hearing.  In addition, if a document is offered as an exhibit and the document has not been filed with the Commission (for example, the document is offered in rebuttal or during cross-examination), then the party offering the exhibit must provide a copy to be marked as an exhibit, a copy for the ALJ, and a copy for the other party.  

16. The parties are advised that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  If a document is put in the mail on the date on which it is to be filed, then the document is not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.  
II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:

The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before April 25, 2008, Seth Bounds, doing business as Green Limousine shall file an original and four copies of his list of witnesses and of each exhibit; (b) on or before May 9, 2008, each intervenor shall file an original and four copies of its list of witnesses and of each exhibit; and (c) on or before noon on May 20, 2008, the parties shall file an original and four copies of any stipulation they have reached.  

3. For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Mr. Bounds shall provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and a brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Mr. Bounds shall serve counsel for the intervenors with his list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

4. For each witness identified on its list of witnesses, each intervenor shall provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Each intervenor shall serve Mr. Bounds with its list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

5. Mr. Bounds shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document which he intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Mr. Bounds shall also serve counsel for the intervenors with a copy of each exhibit on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

6. Each intervenor shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document which it intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Each intervenor shall also serve Mr. Bounds with a copy of each exhibit on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

7. If Mr. Bounds wishes the hearing to take place in a location other than Denver, he may make a written request to change the hearing location.  This filing shall be made on or before April 25, 2008.    

8. The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.  

9. This Order shall be effective immediately.
