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I. statement

1. On April 23, 2008, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued an order setting the captioned matter for hearing on June 18 and 19, 2008.  See, Decision No. R08-0432-I.  That order also established a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.

2. On May 5, 2008, Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (CenturyTel) filed a Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  By this Motion the parties jointly request that the currently scheduled hearing dates be vacated, that the matter be re-scheduled for hearing on August 6 and 7, 2008, and that the underlying procedural schedule governing this proceeding be modified as set forth in the Motion.

3. As grounds for the Motion, the parties state that the procedural schedule initially adopted by the ALJ presented irreconcilable scheduling conflicts for certain of their witnesses and counsel.  In order to facilitate Commission compliance with the nine-month time period established by 47 U.S.C. § 252(b)(4)(C), the parties have stipulated that receipt of the bona fide request for arbitration directed to CenturyTel by Sprint occurred on February 2, 2008.  This establishes October 3, 2008, as the date by which the Commission must act on the Petition.

4. The Motion establishes good cause for modifying the procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  As a result, it will be granted.   

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. is granted.

2. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for June 18 and 19, 2008, is vacated.

3. The hearing of this proceeding is re-scheduled as follows:

4. CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file its response to the Petition on or before May 5, 2008.

5. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file their written direct testimony, in question and answer form, on or before June 20, 2008.

6. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file their rebuttal testimony, in question and answer form, on or before July 11, 2008.

7. Sprint Communications Company L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall jointly file an issues matrix containing a list of all disputed issues on or before July 25, 2008.  For each issue, the issues matrix shall list the position of Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and its proposed contractual language, and the position of CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. and its proposed contractual language.

8. All pre-hearing motions shall be filed on or before July 25, 2008.  

9. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file any desired post-hearing Statements of Position on or before September 5, 2008.

10. In addition to “hard copy” filings, all filings required by paragraphs 4 through 9 above shall also be filed in electronic form (Microsoft Word).

11. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission shall issue its Initial Decision pursuant to § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S., in this matter on or before October 3, 2008.

12. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file a transcript of the hearing of this matter no later than one day following the conclusion of the hearing.  The cost of the hearing transcript shall be shared equally by the parties.

13. All pleadings shall be served on all other parties electronically the same day they are filed with the Commission. 

14. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, with the following modification: all discovery requests and responses shall be served electronically.

15. This Order shall be effective immediately.
