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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 7, 2008, Breck Treck Cab Service, LLC (Applicant) filed an Amendment to Restrictive Amendment accepted in Interim Order No. R08-0427-I, mailed on April 21, 2008.  The Application as restricted and accepted in the above Decision stated the amended authority as follows:

Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points in Summit County on the one hand, and, or the other hand, the Eagle County points of the towns of Vail, Beaver Creek, and Avon.

RESTRICTION:

Restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of six or less, excluding the driver.

2. On May 7, 2008, Applicant filed an amendment to the restrictive amendment.  Applicant states that the Application as presently amended does not provide for point-to-point service in Summit County, a service that the Applicant intends to provide.  Applicant proposes to amend the amendment to the restrictive amendment approved in Decision No. R08-0427-I to include point-to-point service in Summit County as follows:

Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service 

between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the towns of Vail, Beaver Creek, and Avon, Colorado, on the other hand.

3. The language of the current amended authority stated in Interim Order No. R08-0427-I inadvertently omitted point-to-point service in Summit County and should be corrected.  The amendment to the restrictive amendment does not expand the authority as noticed by the Commission on January 7, 2008 since the original noticed application included point-to-point service in Summit County.  The amendment will be accepted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Amendment to Restrictive Amendment filed on May 7, 2008 by Breck Treck Cab Service, LLC is accepted.

2. The amended authority reads as follows:

Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in taxi service

between all points in Summit County, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the towns of Vail, Beaver Creek, and Avon, Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:

Restricted to the use of vehicles with a passenger capacity of six or less, excluding the driver.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
