I. statement  

1. On February 25, 2008, Seth Bounds, doing business as Green Limousine (Petitioner), filed a Petition for Waiver of Exempt Carrier Rules (Petition).  Specifically, Petitioner seeks a permanent waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6308(a)(II).
  

2. On March 3, 2008, the Commission gave public notice of the Petition.  Notice dated March 3, 2008, at 2 (Notice).  The Notice established an intervention period, which has expired.  The Notice also established a procedural schedule, which Decision No. R08-0413-I vacated.  

3. Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. (Hy-Mountain) and Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow), timely intervened of right in this matter.  Both intervenors oppose the Petition.  

4. The parties in this matter are Petitioner, Hy-Mountain, and Snow.  

5. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. By Decision No. R08-0413-I, the ALJ scheduled the hearing in this matter for May 22, 2008 and established a procedural schedule.
  Each party has filed its list of witnesses and copies of its exhibits.  

7. On April 24, 2008, the intervenors filed a Motion to Allow Intervenors to Testify by Telephone (Motion).  In that filing, the Intervenors state that their witnesses reside in the Aspen, Colorado area and that permitting them to testify by telephone would reduce the cost and inconvenience of their participation in the hearing.  

8. The time for filing a response to the Motion has expired.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that no response was filed.  As a result, the Motion is unopposed.  

9. The Motion states good cause.  The absence of a response is evidence that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The Motion will be granted, and the Intervenors' witnesses will be permitted to participate by telephone.  

10. Counsel for Intervenors will be ordered to make arrangements to have Intervenors' witnesses available to testify by telephone on the date and at the time the hearing is scheduled.  In addition, counsel for Intervenors will be ordered to make arrangements for Intervenors' witnesses to call in to the Commission to present their testimony.
  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Allow Intervenors to Testify by Telephone is granted.  

2. Counsel for Intervenors shall make arrangements to have Intervenors' witnesses available to testify by telephone on the date and at the time the hearing is scheduled.  

3. Counsel for Intervenors shall make arrangements for Intervenors' witnesses to call in to the Commission to present their testimony.  

4. The parties are held to the advisements in Decision No. R08-0413-I.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
