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I. statement  
1. On March 7, 2008, Richard Renn (Complainant) filed a formal Complaint against Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Respondent).  This commenced this proceeding.  

2. On March 7, 2008, Chief Administrative Law Judge Kirkpatrick issued Decision No. R08-0250-I.  He prohibited Respondent from discontinuing water service to Complainant during the pendency of this proceeding provided Complainant "pay[s] all current bills for water utility service in a timely fashion."  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  The Order continues in effect.  

3. On March 28, 2008, Respondent filed its Answer to Formal Complaint.  That filing put this case at issue.  

4. The Commission assigned this case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. On March 13, 2008, the Commission issued an Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing in which the Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for May 15, 2008.  By Decision No. R08-0293-I, the ALJ vacated that hearing date.  

6. By Decision No. R08-0463-I, the ALJ granted Complainant's request that the hearing be held in Montrose, Colorado for the convenience of the parties and witnesses.  

7. As directed by the ALJ, on May 10, 2008, Complainant provided suggested hearing dates in July, 2008.  The ALJ finds that the proposed date of July 24, 2008 is satisfactory and will schedule the hearing for that date.  
8. In order to facilitate the orderly resolution of this matter, the ALJ will require the submission of witness lists and copies of exhibits.  The required content of the filings and the deadlines for filing are set out below.  
9. In addition, the ALJ will require the parties to file any stipulation reached in this matter.  The deadline for filing a stipulation is set out below.  
10. The parties are advised that, if a party deems any information contained in the required filings to be confidential, then the party may file the confidential information or material in accordance with the confidentiality rules found at Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1100 et seq.  
11. The parties are advised that no person will be permitted to testify (except in rebuttal) unless that person is identified in, and the required content is provided in, the list of witnesses filed in accordance with the Order.  

12. The parties are advised that no document will be admitted into evidence (except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination) unless that document is filed in accordance with the Order.  
13. The parties are advised that it is the responsibility of the party offering an exhibit to provide a copy of that exhibit to be marked as an exhibit at hearing.
  The fact that an exhibit is filed in advance of the hearing does not relieve a party of the obligation to provide a clean copy of each exhibit at hearing.  

14. The parties are advised that filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if documents are put in the mail on the date on which the documents are to be filed, then the documents are not filed with the Commission in a timely manner.  

15. The parties are advised that, although each appears without legal counsel, they are bound by the same procedural rules as are attorneys.  Thus, the ALJ expects the parties to conform to the requirements of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR Part 1.
  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

2. On or before June 13, 2008, Richard Renn (Complainant) shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of a list of the witnesses he intends to call to testify at the hearing.  For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Complainant shall provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Complainant shall serve Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Respondent), with his list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

3. On or before June 13, 2008, Complainant shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document which he intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Complainant shall serve Respondent with a copy of each exhibit on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

4. On or before July 3, 2008, Respondent shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of a list of the witnesses it intends to call to testify at the hearing.  For each witness identified on the list of witnesses, Respondent shall provide the following information:  name, address, business telephone number, and a brief statement of the witness's expected testimony.  Respondent shall serve Complainant with its list of witnesses on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

5. On or before July 3, 2008, Respondent shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of each document which it intends to offer as an exhibit at the hearing.  Respondent shall serve Complainant with a copy of each exhibit on the same date as the filing is made with the Commission.  

6. On or before July 11, 2008, Complainant and Respondent jointly shall file with the Commission an original and four copies of any stipulation reached in this matter.  

7. The parties shall be held to the advisements stated above.  

8. Decision No. R08-0250-I remains in effect.  

9. This Order is effective immediately.
