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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 4, 2008, SourceGas Distribution, LLC (SourceGas) filed Advice Letter No. 228, along with pre-filed testimony and exhibits in support of the Advice Letter.  

2. By Decision No. C08-0359, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff and set them for hearing before an administrative law judge. 
3. The Staff of the Public Utilities Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel intervened in this docket by right.  

On May 5, 2008, the Motion to Intervene by the Town of Telluride, Colorado (Telluride) was filed.  Telluride states that the interests of Telluride and its residents and citizens will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed. 

On May 5, 2008, the Motion to Intervene of A M Gas Transfer Corp. (AM Gas) was filed.  AM Gas states that it is a natural gas shipper for customers including end-use customers who are retail commercial transportation customers on the natural gas distribution system of SourceGas.  The interest of AM Gas, as a customer and for its customers, will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed. 

On May 5, 2008, the Petition for Leave to Intervene of Seminole Energy Service, LLC (Seminole) was filed.  Seminole states that it is a natural gas marketer currently selling gas to four transportation customers of SourceGas.  Seminole is an agent for such customers and administers their contracts with SourceGas.  The interest of Seminole will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed. 

Based upon the representations in the Motions of Telluride and AM Gas, and the Petition of Seminole, each has demonstrated a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the requests to intervene will be granted.  

II. order

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Intervene by the Town of Telluride, Colorado, the Motion to Intervene of A M Gas Transfer Corp., and Petition for Leave to Intervene of Seminole Energy Service, LLC, are granted. 
2. The Town of Telluride, Colorado, A M Gas Transfer Corp., and Seminole Energy Service, LLC are granted Intervenor status.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
