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I. statement  

1. On February 2, 2007, Gateway Canyons, LLC, doing business as Gateway Canyons Resort, and Western Sky Investments, LLC (Complainants), filed a Verified Complaint (Complaint).  The Complaint seeks relief against Grand Valley Rural Power Lines, Inc. (Respondent).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  The Respondent filed its Answer and put this case at issue.  

2. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. An evidentiary hearing in this matter was held on December 11 through 13, 2007 in Grand Junction, Colorado, and on January 11, 2008 in Denver, Colorado.  The hearing was concluded.  The ALJ closed the evidentiary record and took the matter under advisement.  

4. Each party filed a post-hearing statement of position and a response.  

5. On February 28, 2008, Respondent filed a Motion to Reopen Hearing (Motion).  Complainants filed their Response in Opposition to Motion to Reopen Hearing.  Pursuant to Decision No. R08-0294-I, the ALJ heard oral argument and the parties' responses to questions posed in that Order.  By Decision No. R08-0346-I, the ALJ granted the Motion; reopened the evidentiary record; scheduled a prehearing conference on June 4, 2008; scheduled an additional hearing on June 17 and 18, 2008; and established a procedural schedule.  

6. On May 28, 2008, Complainants filed an Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing (Unopposed Motion).  As grounds for the request, Complainants state that their witness is unavailable on the scheduled hearing dates due to a conflict with a scheduled and lengthy proceeding before the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.  In addition, Complainants represent that Respondent does not object to rescheduling the hearing.  

7. The Unopposed Motion states good cause.  As it is unopposed, granting the Unopposed Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Unopposed Motion will be granted, and the hearing scheduled for June 17 and 18, 2008 will be vacated.  

8. As noted above, there is a final prehearing conference scheduled for June 4, 2008.  This Order will vacate that prehearing conference.  

9. In the Unopposed Motion, Complainants suggest alternative hearing dates.  The ALJ is in hearing on the proposed dates.  The Complainants will be ordered to confer with the Respondent about dates in August or September, 2008 for the final prehearing conference (to be held by telephone) and for the hearing (to be held in Grand Junction, Colorado).  The Complainants will be ordered to file, on or before June 13, 2008, suggested dates that are satisfactory to both parties.
  The ALJ will endeavor to accommodate the proposed hearing dates.  

10. The parties are requested to propose hearing dates that fall mid-week (that is, Tuesday through Thursday).  

11. Unless changed by this Order, the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R08-0346-I remains in effect.  

12. As the request is unopposed, response time to the Unopposed Motion will be waived because no party will be prejudiced.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference in this matter scheduled for June 4, 2008 is vacated.  

3. The hearing in this matter scheduled for June 17 and 18, 2008 is vacated.  

4. Unless modified by this Order, the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R08-0346-I continues in effect.  

5. On or before June 13, 2008, Gateway Canyons, LLC, doing business as Gateway Canyons Resort, and Western Sky Investments, LLC, shall file suggested hearing dates that are satisfactory to both parties.  

6. Response time to the Unopposed Motion to Reschedule Hearing is waived.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
