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I. STATEMENT

1. On March 17, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an application requesting authorization to continue, on a permanent basis after September 30, 2009, its Monthly Gas Cost Adjustment Tariffs with one exception.  The Company is proposing symmetrical interest treatment (with no tolerance band) on the deferred balances of over- and under-recovered gas costs.  

2. In addition, Public Service requests an extension for four years, commencing July 1, 2009, for its annual Gas Price Volatility Mitigation Plan approval procedures that are currently in place for gas sales customers.  The Company is proposing to change the approach to establishing the hedging cost budget from a percentage basis to a fixed dollar amount.

3. By Decision No. C08-0467, the Commission deemed the application complete on its auto deem date of May 2, 2008.

4. By Decision No. R08-0474-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled for May 15, 2008 in accordance with Rule 1409 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 423-1.

5. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge called the matter for a prehearing conference at the assigned time and place.  All parties appeared through legal counsel and participated in the conference.

6. The parties jointly proposed a procedural schedule to govern the remainder of this proceeding.  The proposal is reasonable and will be adopted as ordered below. In order to accommodate the proposed scheduling, Public Service waived the applicable statutory deadline for the Commission to issue a decision on an application pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.  In absence of such waiver, the proposed scheduling could not have been accepted.

7. All parties provided input into a procedural and hearing schedule.  In consideration thereof, a schedule to govern this docket will be ordered below.
