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I. STATEMENT

1. On February 25, 2008, Rocky Mountain Tours, LLC (Rocky Mountain or Applicant), filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held April 9, 2008.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 3, 2008.  As originally noticed, the application sought the following authority:

a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, on schedule, 
between the Stanley Hotel, 333 Wonderview Avenue, Estes Park, Colorado on the one hand, and the Alpine Visitors Center in Rocky Mountain National Park in Colorado, serving intermediate points in Rocky Mountain National Park, on the other hand.
3. On April 3, 2008, Estes Park Express, Ltd. (Estes Park) filed an Entry of Appearance and Petition for Intervention.  Estes Park states that it has a legally protected right in the subject matter of this docket because the operating rights sought by Applicant would overlap the rights contained in its authority.

4. By Decision No. R07-0507-I, the hearing scheduled in this docket was vacated and the parties were ordered to make a filing proposing a mutually-acceptable hearing date.  Correspondence was received from both parties indicating that they were available for hearing between September 22, 2008 and October 24, 2008.

5. While the proposed timeframe for hearing is acceptable to the ALJ, it can only be accepted subject to Applicant’s waiver of the applicable statutory deadline for the Commission to issue a decision on the application pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.   Should Rocky Mountain fail to make a filing with the Commission expressing such a waiver, the hearing will be rescheduled by separate order.
