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I. statement

1. On June 9, 2008, the Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for Temporary Cease and Desist Order and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Solely as to the request for waiver of response time, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) contends that response time must be waived because time is of the essence to prevent unlawful construction of jurisdictional facilities.

2. On June 12, 2008, Atmos Energy Corp.'s (Atmos) Response in Opposition to Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  At the time of preparation for the pleading, counsel for Atmos was out of the office and unable to access the full text of Public Service’s motion.  However, Atmos seeks an opportunity to respond.  Not having seen the text of the motion, Atmos does not specifically address stated grounds for waiver of response time; however, Atmos contends there is certainly no need to deprive Atmos of its due process rights in terms of allowing a response to the motion.  Further Atmos contends that no prejudice or harm will result to Public Service by affording an opportunity for a response while Atmos will be prejudiced and irreparably harmed by waiver of response.

3. It is found that Public Services failed to demonstrate good cause for the waiver of response time under the circumstances present and Atmos will be given an opportunity to respond.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s request for waiver of response to the Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for Temporary Cease and Desist Order is denied.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
