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I. STATEMENT
1. On February 12, 2008, Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3) filed Advice Letter No. 22.

2. In accordance with Decision No. R08-0614-I, a prehearing conference was conducted at the specified time and place to schedule a hearing, establish a procedural schedule, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  Level 3 and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) appeared through counsel and participated.

3. On June 12, 2008, Qwest filed its Motion to Intervene in this proceeding.  Although response time had not expired upon commencement of the prehearing conference, counsel for Level 3 stated that the company had no objection to Qwest’s intervention.  The unopposed motion was granted, as memorialized by this order.

4. The parties jointly proposed a mutually agreeable procedural schedule to govern this matter that is reasonable and will be adopted as ordered below, including other agreed upon matters.  In order to accommodate the proposed scheduled Level 3 agreed to amend the effective date of the proposed tariff such that the allowable suspension period will not expire before January 29, 2009.  Should Level 3 not timely amend the proposed effective date, the procedural schedule will be revisited by separate order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Intervene filed by Qwest Corporation (Qwest) on June 12, 2008, is granted.  Qwest is granted intervenor status in this proceeding.
