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I. statement

1. On May 6, 2008, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued an order establishing a procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  See, Decision No. R08-0473-I.  A portion of that order established a July 11, 2008, deadline for the submission of rebuttal testimony.  

2. On June 26, 2008, Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. filed a Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule to Extend Date for Rebuttal Testimony (Motion).  By this Motion the parties jointly request that the rebuttal testimony filing deadline be extended to July 14, 2008.  As grounds for the Motion, the parties state that the requested extension of time is warranted due to the re-filing of revised direct testimony by Sprint witness James R. Burt on June 25, 2008.

3. The Motion establishes good cause for modifying the procedural schedule governing this proceeding.  As a result, it will be granted.   

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Modify Procedural Schedule to Extend Date for Rebuttal Testimony filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. is granted.

2. Sprint Communications Company, L.P. and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. shall file their rebuttal testimony, in question and answer form, on or before July 14, 2008.
