The phrase "and price lists" is deleted.   The paragraph as corrected reads:

3. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 now reads:

Unless the Commission orders otherwise, Onvoy, Inc., shall begin providing basic local exchange telecommunications service within three years of the date on which a final Commission decision granting this Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity becomes effective.  

The phrase "three years" is replaced with the phrase "one year."  The Ordering Paragraph as corrected reads:

Unless the Commission orders otherwise, Onvoy, Inc., shall begin providing basic local exchange telecommunications service within one year of the date on which a final Commission decision granting this Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity becomes effective.  

4. Ordering Paragraph No. 7 now reads:  
7.
If Onvoy, Inc., fails to file an effective tariff as required by Ordering Paragraph No. 6, supra, the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications service granted by this Decision shall be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within the three years specified in Ordering Paragraph No. 5, supra, the Commission may grant Onvoy, Inc., additional time within which to file a tariff.  

The phrase "three years" is replaced with the phrase "one year."  The Ordering Paragraph as corrected reads:  
7.
If Onvoy, Inc., fails to file an effective tariff as required by Ordering Paragraph No. 6, supra, the Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications service granted by this Decision shall be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within the one year specified in Ordering Paragraph No. 5, supra, the Commission may grant Onvoy, Inc., additional time within which to file a tariff.  

5. Ordering Paragraph No. 9 now reads:  

9.
Unless the Commission orders otherwise, Onvoy, Inc., shall begin providing switched access tandem service within three years of the date on which a final Commission decision granting this Letter of Registration becomes effective.  

The phrase "three years" is replaced with the phrase "one year."  The Ordering Paragraph as corrected reads:  
9.
Unless the Commission orders otherwise, Onvoy, Inc., shall begin providing switched access tandem service within one year of the date on which a final Commission decision granting this Letter of Registration becomes effective.  

6. Ordering Paragraph No. 11 now reads:  
11.
If Onvoy, Inc., fails to file an effective tariff as required by Ordering Paragraph No. 10, supra, this Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services shall be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within the three years specified in Ordering Paragraph No. 9, supra, the Commission may grant Onvoy, Inc., additional time within which to file a tariff.
The phrase "three years" is replaced with the phrase "one year."  The Ordering Paragraph as corrected reads:  
11.
If Onvoy, Inc., fails to file an effective tariff as required by Ordering Paragraph No. 10, supra, this Letter of Registration to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services shall be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within the one year specified in Ordering Paragraph No. 9, supra, the Commission may grant Onvoy, Inc., additional time within which to file a tariff.
