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I. statement

1. On July 31, 2008, Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (CenturyTel) filed a Joint Motion to Submit Case on a Stipulated Record, Vacate Hearing, Waive Response Time, and Waive 30-Page Limit for Statements of Position (Joint Motion) in the captioned proceeding.  

2. The Joint Motion requests that this proceeding be submitted to the Commission for an Initial Decision on a stipulated record consisting of the pre-filed testimony and exhibits previously filed by the parties in this matter.  In this regard, the parties request that this material be admitted into the record of this proceeding without objection and that cross-examination of the parties’ witnesses be waived.  The parties have also agreed to submit appropriate affidavits from their witnesses concerning their respective testimony and sponsored exhibits on or before August 8, 2008.  

3. As a result of their request for a decision on a stipulated record, the parties have also requested that the hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for August 6 and 7, 2008, be vacated.  The Joint Motion does not request the modification of any remaining deadlines governing this proceeding.  See, Decision No. R08-0473-I.  As a result, they propose that the deadline for submitting Statements of Position continue to be September 5, 2008, and the deadline for Commission issuance of its Initial Decision continue to be October 3, 2008.

4. The Joint Motion also requests waiver of the 30-page limitation applicable to the parties’ Statements of Position.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 1202(c).  In support of this request, the parties indicate that such a limitation will not allow them to adequately address the complex legal and factual issues that are in dispute.  They request, therefore, that the page limitation for their Statements of Position be increased to 75 pages.

5. Good grounds having been shown, the Joint Motion will be granted, subject only to the conditions imposed by the order that follows.     

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Submit Case on a Stipulated Record, Vacate Hearing, Waive Response Time, and Waive 30-Page Limit for Statements of Position filed by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Sprint) and CenturyTel of Eagle, Inc. (CenturyTel) is granted.

2. The Commission will render its Initial Decision in this matter on the basis of a stipulated record consisting of the revised direct testimony and exhibits filed by Sprint witness James R. Burt on June 25, 2008, the rebuttal testimony and exhibits filed by Sprint witnesses James R. Burt and Randy G. Farrar on July 14, 2008, and the direct and rebuttal testimony and exhibits filed by CenturyTel witnesses Ted M. Hankins, Guy E. Miller, III, and Steven E. Watkins on June 20, 2008 and July 14, 2008.  Such testimony and exhibits are admitted into the record of this proceeding and cross-examination of the parties’ witnesses is waived.

3. In the event the Administrative Law Judge or the Commission have questions concerning any portion of the stipulated record, they may supplement the record through written or oral questions directed to the witnesses upon prior notice to all parties.  

4. On or before August 8, 2008, the parties shall submit appropriate affidavits from their witnesses relating to the pre-filed testimony and exhibits referred to above.

5. The hearing of this matter scheduled for August 6 and 7, 2008, is vacated.

6. Statements of Position, not exceeding 75 pages in length, may be filed by the parties on or before September 5, 2008.  

7. This Order shall be effective immediately.
