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I. statement  

1. On June 4, 2008, Estes Airport Express, LLC, filed an Application to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle (Application).  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave notice of the Application.  Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC (Peak to Peak), Estes Park Express, Ltd., and Stanley Brothers Taxi Company intervened.  

3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. By Decision No. R08-0767-I, as pertinent here, the ALJ ordered Peak to Peak either to obtain legal counsel or to show cause why it is not required to have legal counsel in this proceeding.  Id. at ¶¶ 16-25 and at Ordering Paragraphs No. 10 and 11.  Peak to Peak was ordered to show cause on or before August 1, 2008 or to have its legal counsel enter an appearance on or before August 1, 2008.  

5. Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, Peak to Peak has not made the required filing to show cause.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, legal counsel for Peak to Peak has not entered an appearance in this docket.  
6. Consequently and for the reasons stated in Decision No. R08-0767-I, the ALJ finds that Peak to Peak must be represented by legal counsel in this case.  Peak to Peak will be ordered to obtain legal counsel and to have its legal counsel enter an appearance in this proceeding on or before August 15, 2008.  
7. Peak to Peak is advised, and is on notice, that if it fails to have its legal counsel file an entry of appearance on or before close of business on August 15, 2008, then Peak to Peak will not be able to enter an appearance at the hearing; will not be able to present either testimonial or documentary evidence at the hearing; will not be able to examine or to cross-examine witnesses at the hearing; will not be able to make motions or to respond to motions; will not be able to make filings or to respond to filings in this docket; and will not be able to do any other act that constitutes the practice of law.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC, must obtain legal representation in order to participate in this docket.  

2. On or before close of business on August 15, 2008, legal counsel for Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC, shall enter an appearance in this proceeding.  

3. By ¶ I.7, above, Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC, is advised of the consequences of its failure to obtain legal counsel in this matter.  

4. Peak to Peak Taxi, LLC, shall be bound by and shall be held to the advisement set out in ¶ I.7, above.  
5. This Order is effective immediately.
