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I. statement  
1. On May 30, 2008, Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company (Roggen or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 57 (Advice Letter).
  Accompanying the Advice Letter were proposed tariffs.  
2. By Decision No. C08-0664, the Commission set the proposed tariffs for hearing.  This action had the effect of suspending the effective date of those proposed tariffs.  Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S.  The initial suspension period expires on October 29, 2008.  The Commission may extend the suspension period to January 27, 2009.  In that Decision, the Commission also referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Further, the Commission established an intervention period, which has now expired.  
3. Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) intervened of right.  

4. The Intervenors, collectively, in this proceeding are OCC and Staff.  Roggen and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. Pursuant to Decision No. R08-0803-I, the ALJ held a prehearing conference on August 14, 2008.  All Parties were present, were represented, and participated.  
6. The first matter discussed was the effect on this proceeding of the Commission's decisions in Docket No. 07M-510T.
  Roggen stated its understanding that the Commission will reach a decision on the petition filed in Docket No. 07M-510T within the next few weeks.  Roggen also stated that the Commission decision in that docket may have an impact on this case, although Roggen was unable to state what the effect may be because there is no final Commission decision at present.  Accordingly, Roggen will be ordered to file, within seven calendar days of a Commission decision in Docket No. 07M-510T, a statement informing the Commission and the other Parties about the impact, if any, that Roggen believes the decision in Docket No. 07M-510T has on the instant proceeding.  
The Parties proposed the following procedural schedule:  (a) on or before August 21, 2008, the Company will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 9, 2008, each Intervenor will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 23, 2008, the Company will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before September 23, 2008, each Intervenor will file its cross-answer testimony and exhibits;
 (e) on or 

7. before October 6, 2008, each Party will file its prehearing motions, including dispositive motions;
 (f) on or before October 6, 2008, the Parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (g) on or before October 15, 2008, each Party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (h) a final prehearing conference will be held on October 15, 2008; (i) an evidentiary hearing will be held on October 22 and 23, 2008; and (j) on or before October 31, 2008, each Party will file its post-hearing statement of position.
  

8. This procedural schedule will permit the Commission to issue its decision in this matter on or before January 27, 2009, assuming the Commission extends the suspension period to the full 210 days.  The ALJ finds the procedural schedule to be acceptable, and this procedural schedule will be adopted.  

9. The Parties and their witnesses will provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

10. Parties will provide directly to the ALJ a copy of any stipulation filed in this matter.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

11. A party that files a prehearing motion (including a motion pertaining to discovery) will provide a copy of the motion directly to the ALJ.  A party that files a response to a prehearing motion (including a motion pertaining to discovery) will provide a copy of the response directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

12. Confidential materials will be treated in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1100.  

13. A party that files material under seal will be ordered to provide a hard copy of the material filed under seal directly to the ALJ on the date the material is filed with the Commission.  This will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

14. In testimony, examination and cross-examination, oral argument, and written submissions, reference to prefiled testimony and exhibits will be to the page number(s) and line number(s) as they appear on the hard copy filed with the Commission.  

15. Concerning discovery, the Parties stated that the procedures and time frames in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 are satisfactory.  They requested a discovery cut-off date of October 6, 2008.  The ALJ will order the discovery cut-off, which will be the last day on which to serve discovery.  The Parties will serve their discovery requests and their responses and objections to discovery by electronic means.  
16. Except as necessary to support a motion or except in testimony and exhibits, discovery requests and responses to discovery are not to be filed with the Commission.  

17. The date set out in ¶ 7, above, for filing prehearing motions will not apply to a motion pertaining to discovery.  A motion pertaining to discovery may be filed at any time.  Response time to a motion pertaining to discovery will be shortened to three business days.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Roggen Telephone Cooperative Company (Company) shall file, within seven calendar days of a Commission decision in Docket No. 07M-510T, a statement informing the Commission and the other Parties about the impact, if any, that Roggen believes the decision in Docket No. 07M-510T has on the instant proceeding.

The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before August 21, 2008, the Company will file its direct testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 9, 2008, Staff of the Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (individually, Intervenor) will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 23, 2008, the Company will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before September 23, 2008, each Intervenor will file its cross-answer testimony and exhibits; (e) on or before October 6, 2008, each Party will file its prehearing motions, including dispositive motions; (f) on or before October 6, 2008, the Parties will file any stipulation reached; (g) on or before October 15, 2008, each Party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; and (h) on or before October 31, 2008, each Party will file its post-hearing statement of position.  
5. Cross-answer testimony and exhibits shall address only the answer testimony and exhibits of Intervenors.  

6. The Parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

7. Confidential materials shall be treated in accordance with Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1100.  

8. A party that files material under seal shall provide a hard copy of the material filed under seal directly to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) at the time the material is filed with the Commission.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. At the time a stipulation is filed with the Commission, the Parties shall provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

10. A party that files a prehearing motion (including a motion pertaining to discovery) shall provide a copy of that motion, at the time it is filed, directly to the ALJ.  A party that files a response to a prehearing motion (including a motion pertaining to discovery) shall provide a copy of that response, at the time it is filed, directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

11. Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 governs discovery in this proceeding.  All discovery requests shall be served on or before October 6, 2008.  
12. Except as necessary to support a motion or except in testimony and exhibits, discovery requests and responses to discovery shall not be filed with the Commission.  

13. The filing date set out in Ordering Paragraph No. 4 for prehearing motions shall not apply to a motion pertaining to discovery.  A motion pertaining to discovery may be filed at any time.  Response time to a motion pertaining to discovery is shortened to three business days.  

14. The Parties shall follow the procedures, and shall follow the service requirements, described and discussed above.  

15. The Parties shall make the filings described and discussed above.  

16. This Order is effective immediately.
