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I. STATEMENT

1. Applicant, City of Steamboat Springs, Colorado (Steamboat Springs) filed the captioned application with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission on July 2, 2007.  Public notice of the application was provided on July 9, 2007.  By Decision No. C07-0718, the Commission deemed the application complete, granted Union Pacific Railroad Company’s (Union Pacific) request for intervention and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

2. Steamboat Springs and Union Pacific are the only parties to the proceeding.

3. The parties have informally advised the undersigned ALJ that a settlement has been reached in this matter.  However, such agreement has not yet been reduced to writing for the Commission’s consideration. 

4. Applicant will be ordered to file further status reports as to progress in the matter and expectations regarding when the settlement agreement will be submitted to the Commission for consideration.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant City of Steamboat Springs, Colorado shall file quarterly reports informing the Commission as to progress in this application, expectations regarding the filing of any settlement agreement for approval by the Commission, and whether any party believes it necessary to establish a new procedural schedule for the Application.  The Applicant shall file those status reports on September 29, 2008, December 29, 2008, March 29, 2009, June 29, 2009, etc.
2. In the event that status reports are not timely filed, the Application will be dismissed without prejudice.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
