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I. STATEMENT  

1. On June 4, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application seeking approval of the regulatory treatment (described in the Application) that Applicant proposes be afforded to the margins that Public Services has realized and will realize from the sale of sulfur dioxide (SO2) allowances (Application).  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Parties in this matter are Public Service, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and Staff of the Commission.  

3. By Decision No. R08-0930-I, the Administrative Law Judge, inter alia, scheduled a prehearing conference, scheduled a hearing, and established a procedural schedule in this matter.  

4. Among other matters, Decision No. R08-0930-I addressed discovery.  This Order will establish a discovery cut-off date of November 5, 2008.  No discovery may be served after that date.  This requirement supplements Decision No. R08-0930-I.

1. No discovery in this matter may be served after November 5, 2008.
