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I. statement  
1. On April 21, 2008, Eastern Slope Rural Telephone Association (Petitioner) filed its verified Second Petition for Suspension (Petition).  In that filing, Petitioner asks the Commission to suspend the obligation of Petitioner to implement, within 180 days of its receipt of a bona fide request, wireline-to-wireless local number portability (LNP) in its Woodrow Exchange.  

2. By Notice mailed on April 23, 2008, the Commission gave notice of the Petition and established an intervention period.  The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission's file in this matter reveals that no one has intervened and that no one has moved for leave to intervene.  The only party in this matter is Petitioner.  

3. On July 30, 2008, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge.  

4. Petitioner bases its suspension request on the assertion that technical infeasibility prevents it from implementing wireline-to-wireless LNP in the Woodrow Exchange.  In support of this assertion, Petitioner provides information describing the technical infeasibility issue and the discussions between representatives of Petitioner and representatives of Qwest Corporation (Qwest) about possible solutions available to address that issue.  

5. Petitioner will be ordered to file, on or before September 26, 2008, a report that updates the information contained in the Petition.  Specifically, the report will contain the following information:  (a) the status of the discussions between Petitioner and Qwest; (b) whether a technical solution or a "work around" solution to the technical infeasibility problem has been devised; and (c) if no technical solution or "work around" solution has been devised, whether it is likely that a solution will be devised.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before September 26, 2008, Eastern Slope Rural Telephone Association shall file a report containing the following information:  (a) the status of the discussions between Eastern Slope Rural Telephone Association and Qwest Corporation; (b) whether a technical solution or a "work around" solution to the technical infeasibility problem has been devised; and (c) if no technical solution or "work around" solution has been devised, whether it is likely that a solution will be devised.    

2. This Order is effective immediately.
