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I. statement  
1. This matter is scheduled for hearing on remand.  A procedural schedule is in place.  Decision No. R08-0897-I.  

2. At present, prehearing discovery is underway.  At least one person who is an advisor to the Commission in this proceeding has been served with a copy of discovery requests addressed to a party in this matter.  

3. As Decision No. R08-0897-I makes clear, "[e]xcept as necessary to support a motion or except in testimony and exhibits, neither discovery requests nor discovery responses shall be filed with the Commission."  Id. at Ordering Paragraph No. 13 (emphasis supplied).  

4. By this Order, neither discovery requests nor discovery responses (including objections) are to be served on either Mr. Inez Dominguez or Mr. Jeff Hein, who are Commission advisors in this proceeding, or on the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The parties will be ordered to remove the names of Messrs. Dominguez and Hein from their discovery-related certificates of service.  

5. The ALJ also will order that discovery requests be served both on the party to which they are addressed and on all other parties.  The ALJ further will order that, subject to confidentiality restrictions, discovery responses (including objections) be served both on the party that propounded the discovery and on all other parties.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Neither discovery requests nor discovery responses (including objections) shall be served on Mr. Inez Dominguez or on Mr. Jeff Hein, who are Commission advisors in this proceeding, or on the Administrative Law Judge.  

2. Each party shall remove from its discovery-related certificate of service the names of the Commission advisors identified in Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

3. Discovery requests shall be served on the party to which they are addressed and on all other parties.  

4. Subject to confidentiality restrictions, discovery responses (including objections) shall be served on the party that propounded the discovery and on all other parties.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
