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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 1, 2008, Castle Rock Taxi Company, LLC (Castle Rock Taxi) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.

2. In allowing Castle Rock Taxi to appear pro se, the Commission explicitly noted:  “We note, however, that pro se litigants are bound by the same procedural rules as attorneys.  See generally, Yadon v. Southward, 64 P.3d 909, 912 (Colo. App. 2002); Karr v. Williams, 50 P.3d 910, 913-914 (Colo. 2002); Negron v. Golder, 2004 WL 2744605 (Colo. App. 2004).”

3. By Decision No. R08-0956-I, procedures were adopted to govern this proceeding.  It was ordered that “All witnesses disclosed by any party must include a detailed summary of each witness' testimony, in addition to copies of exhibits.”  Decision No. R08-0956-I at 8.

4. On September 15, 2008, Castle Rock Taxi filed Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC List of Witnesses and Exhibits and the Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC Revised Proposed Authority was also filed.  There is no indication that a copy of either pleading was served upon all other parties to the docket, in accordance with Rule 1205, as modified by Decision No. R08-0956-I.

5. On July 7, 2008, the Commission noticed the application of Castle Rock Taxi as requesting the following authority:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, 
between all points located within twenty (20) miles of that portion of I-25, from its intersection with exit 163 to its intersection with exit 194, with no points south of the intersection of I-25 and exit 163 and no points north of the intersection of I-25 and exit 194, and from said points on the one hand, to Denver International Airport and Colorado Springs Airport, on the other hand.  
RESTRICTIONS:  
This application is restricted against service within the City of Parker, State of Colorado.
6. By the Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC Revised Proposed Authority, Castle Rock Taxi seeks to amend the Application to request the following authority:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, 
between all points located within twenty (20) miles of that portion of I-25, from its intersection with exit 173 to its intersection with exit 194, with no points south of the intersection of I-25 and exit 173 and no points north of the intersection of I-25 and exit 194, and from said points on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado on the other hand.  
RESTRICTIONS:  
This application is restricted against service within the City of Parker, State of Colorado. This application is also restricted against service in Elbert County, State of Colorado.

7. By expansion of the scope of the authority to include transportation to all points in the State of Colorado, Castle Rock Taxi seeks to expand the authority sought beyond the notice provided in this docket.  Because of the aggressive procedural schedule adopted in this docket, there is insufficient time to re-notice the application and attempting to do so would jeopardize timely completion of the consolidated proceedings. 

8. In light of the need to timely inform Intervenors that the Applicant wishes to amend the application, and because no Intervenor will be prejudiced by denial of the request to amend, service requirements and response time to the request to amend the application will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The requirement for Castle Rock Taxi Company, LLC (Castle Rock Taxi) to serve the Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC Revised Proposed Authority, required by Rule 1205, as modified by Decision No. R08-0956-I, is waived.

2. Response time to the Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC Revised Proposed Authority is waived.

3. The Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC Revised Proposed Authority is denied.  The Application will not be amended at this time.

4. Castle Rock Taxi shall serve Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC List of Witnesses and Exhibits in accordance with Rule 1205, as modified by Decision No. R08-0956-I, if it has not already done so. 

5. On or before September 25, 2008, Castle Rock Taxi shall file a certificate of service demonstrating service of Castle Rock Taxi Cab Company, LLC List of Witnesses and Exhibits.  Failure to timely certify service will result in the pleading being stricken.
6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
