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I. STATEMENT  
1. On June 30, 2008, Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-PNG (Aquila), filed Advice Letter No. 528 (Advice Letter).  Accompanying the Advice Letter were tariffs that, if in effect, would implement a General Rate Schedule Adjustment (GRSA) rider that would increase Aquila's revenues by 14.94 percent on a historic test year basis.  

2. By Decision No. C08-0697, inter alia, the Commission suspended the effective date of the proposed GRSA rider tariffs that accompanied the Advice Letter.
  

3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. The Intervenors in this proceeding are the Office of Consumer Counsel and the Staff of the Commission.  Black Hills/Colorado Gas Utility Company, LP (Black Hills Gas),
 and the Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

A.
Hearing to Receive Public Comment.  

5. By Decision No. R08-1004-I at ¶ 30, the ALJ informed the Parties that there will be a hearing to receive public comment hearing in this proceeding.  This Order schedules that public comment hearing for January 27, 2009 and establishes the procedures to be followed.  

6. These are the procedures to be followed at the public comment hearing:  The public comment hearing will be transcribed.  Members of the public making statements will be placed under oath, and their statements will be part of the evidentiary record in this proceeding.  Parties, through their counsel, will have an opportunity to ask questions of those making statements.  Parties will have an opportunity, through oral testimony presented at the evidentiary hearing in February, 2009, to address the public hearing comments.  

7. Individual members of an association that may be a party will not be permitted to make statements at the public comment hearing.  Individual members of an association that may be a party must present their views in this proceeding through testimony of the association that is offered during the evidentiary hearing.  

B.
Additional Requirements.  
8. Decision No. R08-1004-I shortened to three business days, the response time to a motion pertaining to discovery.  Because response time runs from the date of service, the ALJ finds it necessary to specify the type of service for motions pertaining to discovery
 and for responses to those motions.  

9. The ALJ will order that motions pertaining to discovery and responses to those motions be served electronically on all Parties.  Motions pertaining to discovery that are served after 3:00 p.m. Mountain Time will be deemed served on the following business day.  

10. All pertinent requirements of Decision No. R08-1004-I will apply to motions pertaining to discovery and to responses to those motions.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:

4. All pertinent requirements of Decision No. R08-1004-I apply to motions pertaining to discovery and to responses to those motions.    

5. This Order is effective immediately.
