I. statement

1. On July 1, 2008, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  

2. On September 15, 2008, Colorado Cab Company, LLC’s Motion for Withdrawal of Application and to Shorten Response time was filed.  Yellow Cab requests leave to withdraw its application filed in Docket No. 08A-281CP-Extension that has been consolidated in this proceeding because it no longer wishes to pursue approval of such application.  Yellow Cab recognizes the other pending applications in this proceeding and maintains pursuit of its interest as an intervenor therein.

3. In accordance with Rule 1309(d), of the Rules of Practice Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Yellow Cab may withdraw an application upon motion granted by the Commission.  

4. Yellow Cab contends that good cause has been shown for the requested relief.  Particularly in light of the expedited nature of this proceeding, it is in the best interest of all concerned that Yellow Cab’s intent be known to other parties.  In light of the expedited nature of this proceeding, it is appropriate that response time be shortened.  

5. It makes little sense to require Yellow Cab to pursue an application that it otherwise does not wish to be granted.  Good cause having been shown for the request, the motion will be granted.

6. In light of fact that there is no remaining pending request for relief, or any other matters requiring resolution, in Docket No. 08A-281CP-Extension, such docket will be bifurcated from this consolidated proceeding and the docket will be closed.  

7. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

II. ORDER 

A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The application of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab) filed in Docket No. 08A-281CP-Extension, and consolidated in this proceeding, is withdrawn and dismissed.

2. Docket No. 08A-281CP-Extension regarding the application of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab &/or Boulder SuperShuttle &/or Boulder Express Shuttle &/or Boulder Airporter &/or Boulder Airport Shuttle, for authority to extend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2378 & I, previously consolidated with Docket No. 08A-241CP, is bifurcated and then closed.

3. Docket Nos. 08A-241CP, 08A-283CP, 08A-284CP-Extension, and 08A-300CP shall remain consolidated.  Docket No. 08A-241CP shall remain the primary docket in the consolidated proceeding.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
