I. statement

1. On September 17, 2008, Qwest Communications Corporation’s (QCC) Motion to Broaden the Scope of Interim Order R08-0973-I and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed.

2. By Decision No. R08-0973-I, electronic service was ordered for all discovery in this docket.  This order resulted from discussions during the prehearing conference held September 9, 2008. Given the number of parties in this proceeding and their diverse geographic locations, QCC proposed electronic service for this docket.  However, discussion quickly turned to discovery issues and the ALJ’s order only reflects discussions as to discovery matters.
