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I. STATEMENT
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of an application requesting authority to construct a new grade separated crossing on the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) in Fraser, Colorado and abolish an existing at-grade crossing in Winter Park, Colorado filed jointly by the Towns of Fraser and Winter Park, State of Colorado on November 7, 2005. 
2. This docket, with consent of all parties, has now been pending almost three years.  Over the course of the proceeding, various reports of settlement negotiations have been made, yet no written agreement has been memorialized and filed with the Commission for approval.

3. In order to keep the Commission informed as to the status of the consensual efforts to reach settlement while minimizing litigation expenses, Applicants will be ordered to file status reports as to progress in the matter and expectations regarding the filing of a memorialized settlement agreement. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Applicants Towns of Fraser and Winter Park, State of Colorado shall file quarterly reports informing the Commission as to progress in this application, expectations regarding the filing of a memorialized settlement agreement and whether any party believes it necessary to establish a new procedural schedule for the Application.  The Applicants shall file those status reports on October 25, 2008, January 25, 2009, April 25, 2009, July 25, 2009, etc.
2. In the event that status reports are not timely filed, the application will be dismissed without prejudice.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
