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I. STATEMENT
1. On September 22, 2008, the Request for Extension of Time to File Brief was filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific).  Union Pacific requests an extension of time to file its reply brief provided for in Decision No. C08-0964.  Because the City of Glenwood Springs’ brief was due on September 24, 2008 and counsel for Union Pacific will be out of the office and unavailable to prepare a response from September 26, 2008 through September 30, 2008, an extension of time is requested.

2. On September 29, 2008, the Request for Shortened Response Time was filed by Union Pacific.  Union Pacific requests that response time to the Request for Extension of Time to File Brief be shortened to September 29, 2008.  No grounds are identified in support of the request; however, it is implicit that shortened response time is requested in light of the pending deadline for filing addressed in the Request for Extension of Time to File Brief.

3. On September 29, 2008, RFTA’s Response to UPRR's Request for Extension of Time to File Reply Brief and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed by the Roaring Fork Transportation Authority (RFTA).  RFTA does not oppose either request.  No other responses have been filed to either request.

4. In light of the short time remaining for the filing briefs under the Commission's decision, and the unavailability of Union Pacific's counsel, the unopposed request for shortened response time will be granted and their requested extension of time will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Union Pacific Railroad Company’s (Union Pacific) Request for Shortened Response Time is granted.  Response time to the Request for Extension of Time to File Brief is shortened to September 29, 2008.

2. Union Pacific’s Request for Extension of Time to File Brief filed September 22, 2008 is granted.  The time allowed for Union Pacific to file the reply brief provided for in Decision No. C08-0964 is extended to October 9, 2008.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
