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I. statement  
1. On July 3, 2008, as supplemented on July 17, 2008, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Colorado), LLC (Time Warner or Applicant), filed a verified Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services; for a Letter of Registration to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services; and, pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2203(c), for default form of regulation - Option 1 (Application).
  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On July 10, 2008, the Commission posted to its website the notice of the filing of the Application.  That commenced an intervention period,  which has expired.  

3. On August 12, 2008, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its intervention of right and requested a hearing.  On August 18, 2008, Staff filed an amended notice pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1007(a).  

4. The Parties in this matter are Time Warner and Staff.  

5. By Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 20, 2008.  Applicant did not file its direct testimony and exhibits with the Application.  Accordingly, § 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., establishes the time frame within which a Commission decision in this matter ought to issue.  Absent waiver by Applicant or extension pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., the Commission decision in this matter should issue within 210 days from August 20, 2008 (i.e., on or before March 18, 2009).  

7. It is necessary to establish a hearing date and a procedural schedule.
  

8. Applicant will be ordered to file, on or before October 17, 2008, a proposed procedural schedule that is satisfactory to Time Warner and Staff.  The procedural schedule should include the following:  (a) date by which Applicant will file direct testimony and exhibits; (b) date by which Staff will file answer testimony and exhibits; (c) date by which each party will file prehearing motions; (d) date by which the Parties will file any stipulation reached;
 (e) hearing date(s);
 and (f) date by which each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

9. In addition, if the discovery procedures and time frames contained in Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1405 are not sufficient, the October 17, 2008 filing will be ordered to include discussion of proposed discovery procedures and time frames that are satisfactory to Applicant and Staff.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before October 17, 2008, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Colorado), LLC (Time Warner), shall provide directly to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) a hard copy of Exhibit 5H to the Application, which exhibit is claimed to be confidential and was filed under seal with the Commission.  

2. On or before October 17, 2008, Time Warner shall make a filing that contains a proposed procedural schedule that is satisfactory to Time Warner and Staff of the Commission; that contains the dates set out in ¶ I.8, above; and that addresses discovery if the provisions of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 are not sufficient.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.

�  To accommodate the post-hearing process, the hearing should occur no later than December 19, 2008.  The Parties are advised that the ALJ is unavailable from December 19, 2008 through and including January 5, 2009.
