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I. STATEMENT  

1. On June 4, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application seeking approval of the treatment (described in the Application) to be afforded to the margins realized and to be realized from the sale of sulfur dioxide allowances.  This filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. By Minute Order, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and the Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  The Parties in this matter are Public Service, OCC, and Staff.  

4. By Decision No. R08-0930-I, the ALJ established, inter alia, a procedural schedule in this matter.  That schedule, as pertinent here, required corrected testimony to be filed on or before October 31, 2008 and required prehearing motions to be filed on or before noon on November 4, 2008.  

5. On November 7, 2008, Public Service filed (in one document) a Late Filed Motion for Leave to File Corrected Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Second Corrected Rebuttal Testimony of Daniel S. Ahrens [Motion for Leave] and Waiver of Response Time [Motion for Waiver].  With this filing, Applicant provided the corrected direct testimony and exhibits and the second corrected rebuttal testimony.
  

6. As grounds for its Motion, Public Service states that it recently discovered the need to make the corrections and that neither OCC nor Staff has an objection to the Motion for Leave.  The Motion for Leave states good cause.  As the other Parties have no objection, no party will be prejudiced by granting the Motion for Leave.  The Motion for Leave will be granted, and the late-filed corrected direct testimony and exhibits and the second rebuttal testimony of Mr. Ahrens will be accepted.  

7. As no party has an objection to granting the Motion for Leave, the Request for Waiver will be granted.  Response time for the Motion for Leave will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Late Filed Motion for Leave to File Corrected Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Second Corrected Rebuttal Testimony of Daniel S. Ahrens is granted.  

2. The Corrected Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Second Corrected Rebuttal Testimony of Daniel S. Ahrens are accepted.  

3. The Late Filed Motion for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

4. Response time for the Late Filed Motion for Leave to File Corrected Direct Testimony and Exhibits and Second Corrected Rebuttal Testimony of Daniel S. Ahrens is waived.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
