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I. STATEMENT

1. This matter was remanded by the Commission to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for further hearing.  See Decision Nos. C08-0272 and C08-0498.

2. By Decision No. R08-1163-I, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter to be held on November 18, 2008.

3. On November 12, 2008, the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed by S&J Partners, as representative of Respondent Golden West Commuter, LLC (dissolved) (Golden West).  Golden West requests that the scheduled prehearing conference be vacated due to previously scheduled commitments outside of his office, as more thoroughly detailed in the motion.

4. Golden West requests waiver of response time in light of the fact that the scheduled prehearing conference is quickly approaching and will not expire until after the scheduled hearing date.

5. Commission Staff (Staff), the only other party to the docket, does not object to the granting of the requested relief provided the following language was included in the motion:

The undersigned has conferred with counsel for Staff regarding the instant request to reschedule the prehearing conference, who indicated Staff has no objection to rescheduling.  Notwithstanding Staff's cooperation with counsel for S&J regarding the personal conflict that necessitates the instant request, Staff preserves its objection to S&J 's participation in this docket; Staff continues to maintain it is improper for S&J to file motions seeking relief until after it makes a formal appearance.

Such language was included in the motion filed.

6. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.  Mr. Bara shall clear available dates with counsel for Staff and submit a list of mutually available dates for a rescheduled prehearing conference to the Commission within 30 days of the effective date of this order.

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered that:

1. Response time to the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed November 12, 2008, is waived and the request is granted.

2. The prehearing conference scheduled in this docket to be held on November 18, 2008 is vacated. 

3. Richard J. Bara, Esq. shall clear available dates with counsel for Staff for a rescheduled prehearing conference and submit a list of mutually available dates to the Commission within 30 days of the effective date of this Order. 

4. This Order is effective immediately.
