I. STATEMENT

1. On November 13, 2008, Gretchen Larson and Ronal Larson (Larsons) filed a complaint against Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).

2. The Complaint alleges that Public Service discontinued electric service at 21758 Mountsfield Drive, Golden, Colorado, on November 12, 2008. The complaint alleges a billing dispute, with the Larsons claiming that Public Service is improperly reading their meter.  The Larsons suggest that Public Service owes them “several thousand dollars.”
  The Commission’s Staff indicates that Public Service disconnected over a past due amount as of August 12, 2008 of $692.

3. The Complaint also included a request for an interim order requiring Public Service to restore electric service to the Golden address pending resolution of this complaint.  

4. The Commission does have the authority to prohibit discontinuance of service pending resolution of a proceeding involving a dispute over utility charges upon such terms as the Commission deems reasonable, including the requirement that the complainant post a bond.  See, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-3408(b)(X).

5. The Administrative Law Judge will order that Public Service restore service to the Larsons.  However, the Larsons must post a bond in the amount of $150 no later than noon on Monday, November 17, 2008.  In addition, the Larsons must remain current in their utility bills during the pendency of this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) shall restore electric service to the Complainants, Gretchen Larson and Ronal Larson (Larsons), at 21758 Mountsfield Drive, Golden, Colorado, within two working days of receiving a $150 deposit.

2. Public Service shall continue to provide electric service to the Golden address during the pendency of the proceeding.

3. Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above is contingent on the Larsons posting a $150 bond on or before noon on Monday, November 17, 2008.  If this condition is not met, Public Service need not restore service.

4. Ordering Paragraph No. 2 above is also contingent on the Larsons staying current with their bills for electric service during this proceeding.  If this condition is not met, Public Service may discontinue service without further order of this Commission.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
