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I. statement  
1. On September 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) seeking Commission arbitration of an interconnection agreement between Qwest and Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (Eschelon).  Eschelon has filed its response to the Petition.  

2. Qwest and Eschelon, collectively, are the Parties in this matter.  

3. The Parties have waived the statutory deadline.  Decision No. R06-1153-I.  

4. By Decision No. C06-1110, the Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  

5. By Decision No. R06-1288-I, the ALJ established the procedural schedule and scheduled the hearing for this proceeding.  In accordance with the procedural schedule, the hearing was held.  Eschelon and Qwest each filed a post-hearing statement of position.  

6. On June 21, 2007, the Parties filed a Joint Motion for Single Compliance Filing of Interconnection Agreement and, if Granted, [Joint Motion for] a Revised Schedule.  The ALJ granted the motion, subject to conditions.  Decision No. R07-0531-I.  

7. On October 17, 2008, the ALJ issued Decision No. R08-1105-I in which she reminded Parties of their reporting obligation and requested that the Parties provide information.  

8. On November 20, 2008, the Parties filed a Joint Status Report with respect to the status of resolution of the wire center issues remaining in the arbitration.  In that filing the Parties state that Eschelon has terminated the proposed Settlement Agreement for Colorado, that termination of that proposed agreement results in the wire center issues having to be resolved, and that they are engaged in discussions in an attempt to resolve those issues.  

9. The Parties propose to make, on or before December 12, 2008, an informational filing.
  In the event they are able to resolve some or all of the open Arbitration Issues No. 9-37 through No. 9-42, on that date they will file agreed-upon Interconnection Agreement language.  In the event that they are unable to resolve the wire center issues, the Parties propose a schedule for the filing of additional direct and response testimony
 and for the filing of post-hearing briefs.
  

10. The Parties have not proposed hearing dates in their schedule.  Given the complexity of the wire center issues and the filing of additional testimony, the ALJ believes it prudent to establish hearing dates.  Accordingly, the ALJ will order the Parties to propose hearing dates for the wire center issues.
  If the Parties do not resolve all the open wire center issues, the Parties will be ordered to include in the December 12, 2008 notice their proposed hearing dates and proposed date for filing legal briefs on the remaining issues.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before December 12, 2008, Qwest Corporation and Eschelon Telecom, Inc. (collectively, Parties), shall file either the agreed-upon Interconnection Agreement (ICA) language regarding any remaining open ICA language as to Arbitration Issues No. 9-37 through No. 9-42 or a notice informing the Commission that the Parties have been unable to reach agreement.  If the Parties are unable to reach agreement on the open issues, the notice shall contain each party's proposed ICA language, the proposed hearing dates for the open identified Arbitration Issues, and a proposed date for filing post-hearing briefs on these issues.  

2. In the event that the Parties file a notice that they have been unable to reach agreement on Arbitration Issues No. 9-37 through No. 9-42, the Parties shall file, on or before January 16, 2009, direct testimony on the remaining open identified Arbitration Issues.  

3. In the event that the Parties file a notice that they have been unable to reach agreement on Arbitration Issues No. 9-37 through No. 9-42, the Parties shall file, on or before January 30, 2009, response testimony on the remaining open identified Arbitration Issues.  

4. The remainder of the procedural schedule (e.g., hearing dates and dates for filing post-hearing briefs) shall be established by subsequent Order.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.  
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�  This proposed date is satisfactory and will be adopted.
