I. STATEMENT

1. On November 14, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1522-Electric, along with pre-filed testimony and exhibits in support of the Advice Letter.  

2. By Decision No. C08-1231, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariff. 

3. By Decision No. C08-1260, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for preparation of an initial Commission decision, along with procedural guidelines.
4. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel intervened in this docket by right.  

By Decision No. R08-1274-I, response time to requests for intervention was shortened to three business days.  

On December 9, 2008, the Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation by Out of State Counsel was filed.  The Kroger Co. (Kroger) states that it operates approximately 110 grocery stores in Colorado.  Approximately 90 of those stores purchase more than 285 million kWh of electricity.  The stores are high load factor facilities that use energy for food storage, lighting, heating, cooling, and distribution, often on a 24-hour a day, 7-day a week basis. The interest of Kroger, as a customer, will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed.  

On December 10, 2008, the Petition for Leave to Intervene of Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and Sam’s West, Inc. (collectively Wal-Mart) was filed.  Wal-Mart states that it is a large retailer with more than 45 facilities in the service territory of Public Service.  Wal-Mart is a commercial retail customer.  A significant percentage of the electrical capacity and energy that Wal-Mart requires to power its facilities is purchased from Public Service.  Wal-Mart's facilities and Public Service’s territory use approximately 150,000,000 kWh per year.  The interest of Wal-Mart, as a customer, will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.  No response to the petition was filed. 

Based upon the representations in the pleadings filed by Kroger and Wal-Mart, each has demonstrated a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the requests to intervene will be granted.  

II. order

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation by Out of State Counsel and the Petition for Leave to Intervene of Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and Sam’s West, Inc. are granted. 
2. The Kroger Co., Wal-Mart Stores, Inc., and Sam’s West, Inc. are granted Intervenor status.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
