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I. statement  

1. On June 4, 2008, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application seeking approval of the regulatory treatment that Applicant proposed be afforded to the margins that Public Services has realized and will realize from the sale of sulfur dioxide allowances (Application).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed.  The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right.  The Parties in this matter are Public Service, OCC, and Staff.  

3. The Commission assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

4. By Minute Order, the Commission deemed the Application complete as of August 6, 2008.  By Decision No. R08-0836-I, pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., the ALJ enlarged the time for Commission decision to and including March 4, 2009.  

5. The hearing in this proceeding was held on November 12, 2008.  The ALJ took the matter under advisement.  On November 26, 2008, Public Service, OCC, and Staff each filed a post-hearing statement of position.  

6. The ALJ finds the following:  The Commission deemed the Application to be complete on August 6, 2008, and a Commission decision should issue no later than March 4, 2009.  No recommended decision or Commission decision has issued.  Due to scheduled vacation, scheduled hearings, and the press of other business, the ALJ will not issue her recommended decision in this matter in time for a Commission decision to issue on March 4, 2009.  As a result, a 90-day extension of time pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., is necessary.  The additional time will permit the issuance of a recommended decision, the taking of exceptions (if any), and the issuance of a Commission decision on exceptions (should exceptions be filed) within the statutory timeframe.  

7. Section 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S., provides for a hearing to be held.  At the request of the Applicant filed on or before December 31, 2008, the ALJ will schedule such a hearing.  The purpose of a hearing, if held, will be to present evidence on the facts as set out above.  In the absence of a hearing and further Order, the time for Commission decision will be extended 90 days (that is, to and including June 2, 2009).
  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Absent further Order, the time for Commission decision in this matter is extended 90 days (i.e., to and including June 2, 2009).  

2. On or before December 31, 2008, if it wishes to do so, Public Service Company of Colorado may file a request for a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(4), C.R.S.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
